 For best results select an appropriate Bluefish444 RGB Framebuffer from the Framebuffer Type 
drop-down menu. 

 For real-time playback, select „Use with RAM Player‟ and „Update Dynamics‟. 
 
 

12.4. Setting up Motion application 
 

Bluefish444 supports video preview output using Motion application. 
 

 With Motion launched and after the appropriate project settings are set, select from the Motion menu 
Preferences… 

 Select the Output tab 

 Select appropriate„Bluefish444 Video Output’ mode for your project. 
 

 
 

 Select  both „Update during playback‟ and „Update Dynamically on parameter change‟ 
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 12.5. Setting up Photoshop 
 
Bluefish444 supports import a frame from SDI and export a frame to SDI in Photoshop.  
 
Importing an image: 

 From the File menu, select Import  „Bluefish444 Import…‟ 

 Press the Import button to capture a frame 

 The captured frame will open as a new file. 
 
Exporting an image: 

 Open the image file you want to export 

 From the File menu, select Export  „Bluefish444 Export…‟ 

 *Choose the video standard you wish to export. 

 *Press the Export button 
 
*Note: These options are available only the first time Export plug-in is used in each Photoshop session. To change the video 
standard you will need to restart Photoshop. 
 
Tip: Bluefish444 provide Photoshop Actions with keyboard shortcuts for quick Import and Export access. Use the Actions
